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To prove a need, authors of the PEA manipulated the plane count, contrived reasons for purpose
and need, blatantly disregarded vital environmental resources, and inadequately analyzed
alternative sites in an attempt to justify their self-interest in an airport expansion. This letter does
not address the relocation of HWY 33 in the PEA, but the highway plan is also full of
misrepresentations. The highway relocation and airport expansion were treated as a combined
project in the PEA; therefore, all highway/airport expansion property must receive the NEPA 404
examination. (Attached U.A. letter) An Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) conducted on this
federally funded project would qualify every detail of the PEA and separate truth from
fabrication.

The Southeastern Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission’s (SEWRPC) 529-page-book, A4
Regional Natural Areas And Critical Species Habitat Protection Management And Plan For
Southeastern Wisconsin, states in a paragraph on page 359: “Specifically, NEPA requires all
Federal agencies to prepare environmental impact statements for all major actions, including
recommendations and proposals for legislation, which would significantly affect the quality of the
human environment.” (See Exhibit A for the full context of the paragraphs.) TAAG questions
why NEPA law was not followed on this major action from the outset of this project? According
to the Website of West Bend Alderman Scott Frederick, the FAA has contributed $5 million to
the airport to date and the federally funded State Block Grant will further subsidize 80 % of the
airport expansion, which appears to be a “major action.” The following problems are of grave
concern to TAAG members.
